SECOND READING: 2 Thessalonians 3:6-13 

 

A reading from 2 Thessalonians. 

 

Some members of the Thessalonian community, because of their belief in the nearness of 

Christ’s return, had ceased to work, living off the generosity of other members of the 

community. The writer of this letter warns them bluntly that if they want to eat, they need 

to work. 

6Now we command you, beloved, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to keep away from 

believers who are living in idleness and not according to the tradition that they received 

from us. 7For you yourselves know how you ought to imitate us; we were not idle when we 

were with you, 8and we did not eat anyone’s bread without paying for it; but with toil and 

labor we worked night and day, so that we might not burden any of you. 9This was not 

because we do not have that right, but in order to give you an example to imitate. 10For 

even when we were with you, we gave you this command: Anyone unwilling to work 

should not eat. 11For we hear that some of you are living in idleness, mere busybodies, not 

doing any work. 12Now such persons we command and exhort in the Lord Jesus Christ to 

do their work quietly and to earn their own living. 13Brothers and sisters, do not be weary 

in doing what is right.

 12“But before all this occurs, they will arrest you and persecute you; they will hand you 

over to synagogues and prisons, and you will be brought before kings and governors 

because of my name. 13This will give you an opportunity to testify. 14So make up your 

minds not to prepare your defense in advance; 15for I will give you words and a wisdom 

that none of your opponents will be able to withstand or contradict. 16You will be betrayed 

even by parents and brothers, by relatives and friends; and they will put some of you to 

death. 17You will be hated by all because of my name. 18But not a hair of your head will 

perish. 19By your endurance you will gain your souls.”

DEVOTIONS  
Read: Luke 21:5-19.  
 
Luke’s Gospel is written after Roman soldiers demolished the Jerusalem temple in 70 A.D. 
Jesus’ followers were not to pin their hopes on the glory of the temple or on anything in 
life that seems to promise security and stability. Jesus warns that there will not be an end 
to daily struggles. There will continue to be wars, earthquakes, plagues and famines. 
Jesus could have added hurricanes, floods, droughts, and more examples of instability. 
Truth itself has always been under assault, making life even more unstable. In the 
meantime, what do we do? We announce the truth of Jesus and God’s promises that will 
not be conquered. We live as witnesses to the truth of God’s final conquest in Christ and 
faithfully endure life-threatening occasions. Troubled times—whether in the first or 
twenty-first century—are an opportunity to speak the truth of God’s love and faithfulness 
in Christ.  
 
Discuss: In what ways have you experienced God’s love and faithfulness in difficult times?  
Pray: Almighty God, as we experience scary times, give us faith to trust in your promise 
of victory over sin and death and the confidence to speak the truth in love through 
Christ. Amen.
