A reading from Romans.

In the person and example of Abraham we discover that a right relationship with God does
not involve earning a reward from God but entails trusting God’s promises. Abraham is the
forebear and model for both Jews and Gentiles, because we too trust that ours is a God who
gives life to the dead.

!'What then are we to say was gained by Abraham, our ancestor according to the flesh?

’ For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before
God. ° For what does the scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to
him as righteousness.” “ Now to one who works, wages are not reckoned as a gift but as

something due. ° But to one who does not work but trusts him who justifies the ungodly,
such faith is reckoned as righteousness.

'Y For the promise that he would inherit the world did not come to Abraham or to his
descendants through the law but through the righteousness of faith. '* For if it is the
adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. ° For the
law brings wrath, but where there is no law, neither is there transgression.

'“For this reason the promise depends on faith, in order that it may rest on grace, so that
it may be guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to the adherents of the law but also to
those who share the faith of Abraham (who is the father of all of us, '’ as it is written, “I
have made you the father of many nations™), in the presence of the God in whom he
believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist.

Music Notes/Hymn Notes:

In 1869, Fanny Crosby was shown a tune written by William Doane for which she wrote the words
to our communion hymn, “Jesus Keep Me Near the Cross.” It was first published in Bright Jewels
for the Sunday School in 18609. It is interesting to note that Crosby, born in New York, was blinded
at six weeks of age through the malpractice of a doctor. She attended a school for the blind in New
York, where she later became a teacher and wrote remarkable poetry that brought considerable
acclaim to the school. She attended a revival in 1850 as she felt something was missing from her
life. At this revival, she accepted Jesus as her Savior and from here on, she turned her poetic skills
to hymn writing, focusing on the theme of the cross. The first line of each stanza of this hymn
contains the phrase “near the cross,” emphasizing the value of Christ's redeeming work on the cross.
Each stanza has a slightly different aspect of the main theme. The first stanza describes redemption
through Jesus' blood, and the second, the need of humanity for salvation. The third stanza is a prayer
that the Christian would always remember God's love as shown on the cross, and the fourth looks
forward to heaven. (Hymnary.org; Morgan: Then Sings My Soul, Part 2, pg. 121).

Our sending song this morning is “When I Survey the Wondrous Cross.” Written by Isaac
Watts, this hymn was originally intended as a communion hymn. However, the text gives us much
to contemplate during Lent with our focus on the cross. Legend has it that young Isaac Watts (1674-
1748) complained to his father about the hymns being sung in their church at that time. Metered
renditions of the Psalms were chanted by a cantor and repeated by the congregation. His father
challenged him to write something better...and so he did! His hymn was well received at the very
first service at which it was sung. This hymn has been called Watts’ crowning achievement and
was first published in 1707. Called the “Father of English Hymnody,” Watts has over 600 hymns
to his credit, many of them classics. As shown on page 1193 of our current hymnal, there are 10 of
his hymns included in Evangelical Lutheran Worship, all of them familiar. The text has been set
and sung to at least two different tunes. We will sing the familiar tune, Hamburg, as our sending
hymn. The organ prelude will also feature this familiar tune. As we close our worship this morning,
focus on the powerful imagery of the cross in this hymn and its meaning for you...with the demand
of the cross...to give “my soul, my life, my all!” (hymnary.org; and Hymn Notes for Church
Bulletins: Austin C. Lovelace, pg.113)
