Music Notes far Faly Week:

The choir has been working faithfully preparing new music for Holy Week and
Easter, even adding extra time to their rehearsals on Thursday evenings. We are hopeful
you will take the time and join us for worship and reflect on the meaning of their beautiful
anthems, the hymns, and the scriptures during Holy Week. Maundy Thursday service will
be at Solomon's UCC, with communion and the stripping of the altar. Good Friday worship
returns here to Solomon's Lutheran, using the Service of the Tenebrae, or the "Service of
Darkness." This service includes the reading of the Passion according to St. John,
extinguishing of the candles, and hymns relating to each section of the Passion story. Good
Friday’s anthem, The Sparrow's Song, shares the comfort a small sparrow finds in the arms
of the cross, just as we find comfort and forgiveness at the foot of the cross. On Easter
Sunday, our alleluias return to worship in our hymns, our liturgy, and in the choir and organ
music. as we celebrate Jesus' resurrection!
